ARCHITECTURAL ATTRACTIONS.

The city contains many attractive houses, the architecture of

which will vie with those of Colerado Springs and many other’
larger cities. Unlike Colorado Springs, Colorado City has the
advantage of its many resourcés in the way of manufacturing
plants and other industries. The resources of the town are de-
tived-mainly from the Colorado Midland Railway and the Colo-

- ;ado-Philadelphia Reduction Works. The improvements-of the .
latter plant have been constant and extensive, and the business

done is exceedingly large. Its employces number about 1zg
men, nearly all of whom live in the town. The pay roll is esti-
mated to average upwards of from $io,000 to $12,000 per
month, or aggregating $135,000 annually. The former indus-
try, which is of greater importance to the town, consists of a
round house, machine shops and offices of the Colorade Midland
Railroad, the pay roll of whicl carries the names of more.than
fotrr hundred men, whose salaries aggregate $35,000 per morith,
or about $400,000 a year, making a grand annual aggregate of
_revenue derived from these two sources of about $5oo,000 of
which Colorado City should get the direct benefit. These reve-

nues are likely to increase as years go along, as the growing bus- -
iness of the industries will naturally add to the wealth of the -

city. While not the center of an important gold belt, Colorado
City enjoys being the seat of these two large industries which
give to it the benefit of more than a half.a million dollars of
yearly expenditures. Tn addition to these permanently-estab-
lished industries, a new smelter will shortly be completed which,
it 15 said, will have a capacity of turning out some forty tons
per day and the plant will be increased as demands are made
upon it.  Asa manufacturing ¢ity it can be clearly seen that Col-
erado City offers greater advantages to the tourist and health
seeker than many of her sister cities, and the shadow of the
day is hecoming plainly visible when the capitzlist will vtilize

the winter months to give their children the benefits of an edu-
cation. The first school was started in 1861, and was a sub-
scriptive school. Later DistrictNo. I was organized for a pub-

“jle school and for several years was held wherever a building

could be rented. The brick building which gave place-to the
Bancroft school was erected for a court house, but soon after
its completion, Colorado Springs was made the county seat,
and the building was nnoccupied until used for a school in 1874,
or about that time when Professor Mathews hegan tedching.
In 1888 the present building of six rooms was erected and stands

“as a monument to the wisdom and enterprise of the district,

but not without many difficulties and discouragements, The
building was finally completed, costing over $18,000, for the
building proper, and some four hundred dollars for exterior im-
provements. It is as it has been in the past, the aim of the board
to keep up with the advanced methods of the public school sys-
tem of the country, and new and improved methods for the ed-
ucation of the young minds are being adopted constantly. “And
